GoToMeeting by Citrix 

Online allows presenters 

to share their computer 

screen with up to 15 

meeting attendees. Users 

can change presenters 

and exchange keyboard 

and mouse control dur-

ing the meeting. 

Unlimited meetings with 

VoIP and phone confer-

encing are available for 

one flat rate. 

Citrix's GoToWebi-

nar provides an easy way 

to create, convey, and 

record online presenta-

tions for audiences of up 

to 1,000 people. It allows 

users to disseminate in-

formation quickly with-

out the hassle and costs 

of travel. 

Sam Hummelstein, ex-

ecutive secretary of Dis-

trict 6150 (Arkansas, 

USA), and Jerry Smith, 

district trainer, have used 

GoToMeeting for train-

ing purposes. 

"If you are doing district-

level training, you are 

obviously dealing with 

multiple locations, as 

clubs may be two or 

three hours apart," Hum-

melstein says. "Not trav-

eling is a tremendous 

advantage." 

Smith agrees, adding that 

"for teaching, it is easy 

to give control of the 

online session to the stu-

dents so they can do 

hands-on exercises or 

show me their specific 

issues." 

Both Rotarians also see 

the tools having advan-

tages at the club level. 

Smith says club board 

meetings might be better 

attended using Go-

ToMeeting than asking 

people to stay extra time 

after a regular club meet-

ing. Hummelstein sees 

possibilities for expand-

ing the reach of club 

projects, special events, 

and fundraisers through 

GoToWebinar.
