On a sunny afternoon in
September 1979, Rotari-
ans and delegates of the
Philippine Ministry of
Health looked on as vol-
unteers administered
drops of the lifesaving
Sabin polio vaccine to
about 100 children in the

The date was 29 Septem-
ber, and when theRl
President James L. Bo-

mar Jr. put the first drops
of vaccine into a child's
mouth, ceremonially
launching the Philippine
poliomyelitis immuniza-

tion effort, Rotary's first
Health, Hunger and Hu-
manity (3H) Grant pro-

ject was underway.

Hundreds of Philippine
Rotarians and commu-
nity members were on
hand as Enrique M. Gar-
cia, the country's minis-
ter of health, joined with
Bomar to sign the con-
tract committing Rotary
International and the
government of the Phil-

ippines to the joint five

year effort to immunize
about six million chil-

dren against polio in a
US$760,000 immuniza-
tion drive.

The success of the pro-
ject ultimately led to the
Global Polio Eradication
Initiative, of which Ro-

tary is a spearheading
partner, created in 1988
by a unanimous vote of
the World Health As-

sembly. It also set the
stage for Rotary's signa-
ture campaign to rid the
world of polio.
